Gate/Entry fees 
 
As per Kent County RFU guidelines for all the minis Kent events, entry to all grounds will be £2.50 per adult (children free entry). Cash is preferred to facilitate swift entry to the site although there will be a limited number of card machines. Wristbands will be issued as proof of payment.
