Location:  Medway Rugby Club, Priestfields, Rochester, Kent ME1 3AD 

Timing:  9:00am-4pm 

Parking: The car park will open no earlier than 8:00am.  There will be no admittance before this 

time.  Please note that there should be ample parking available on site and that you 

will direct by the stewards where to park on the day. We would ask that you do not 

park in the surrounding roads outside of the club. A parking charge of £2.50 per adult 

is payable and will include a programme.  Please see attached map for parking. If the 

weather is forecasted to be bad will send out alternative directions on where to park, 

but finger-crossed for good weather. 

Programmes: Programs will be available via a QR code that you will be able to scan. 

Food & Drink: Food and drink can be purchased on the day from the clubhouse.  Both cash and card 

are accepted. 

HOUSEKEEPING/RULES 

• Due to the health & safety of both players and families, please ensure you are at least 2 metres back 

from the pitch during play.  Please be respectful of any officials asking you to move back. 

• Dogs will be permitted but must be kept on a lead at all times and mess cleared up and disposed of 

correctly. 

• There will be plenty of litter bins/black sacks around the pitches, please ensure all litter is deposited 

accordingly or taken home.

Photography must conform with RFU safeguarding guidance. 

• Drones are prohibited at this site.  Anyone with a drone will have it confiscated until the end of the 

event. 

• Remember, this is a family event and anti-social behaviour will not be tolerated.  Anyone displaying 

aggressive behaviour or foul language towards anyone, will be asked to leave and will be reported.
